Vega Productions, Inc. is a registered 501c3 nonprofit organization on a mission to enhance music and art education in Minnesota. Vega Productions raises funds by producing premier music and art festivals, concerts, and events, with all proceeds donated directly to K-12 public school music and visual art programs in Minnesota. Since 2005, Vega Productions has provided over $185,000 to schools and supported 20,000 students around Minnesota.

The Minnesota Beatle Project Volumes I and II feature Minnesota artists performing original arrangements of Beatles’ songs. Artists, graphic designers, recording engineers, music studios, and CD production companies have donated their time and talents to this project. Proceeds from album sales will fund grants to enhance the current capacity of music and visual art programs in Minnesota public schools.

AEM and MMEA are partnering with Vega Productions on the Minnesota Beatle Project by engaging music educators and school administrators, gathering applications, and supporting the grant review process.

Minnesota Beatle Project
Grant Requirements and Timeline - The Fine Print

Eligibility and Requirements
1. The participating school must be a public school serving students between grades K and 12.
2. The equipment, materials, or services must support the music or visual art program in the school.
3. Grant applications must be postmarked no later than June 30, 2011.
4. Schools receiving Minnesota Beatle Project grant funds in one year cannot apply for two future granting cycles. This applies to the school supported, not to the district.

If grant money is awarded,
The grant coordinator must provide verification that the equipment, materials, or services were purchased during the 2011-2012 school year. 

Grant Amount
Maximum grant amount is $3500. The funds will be awarded in two increments:  75% of the amount will be sent by September 10, 2011. Before the remaining 25% will be paid, the grant coordinator must provide written verification that the equipment, materials, or services were purchased. Verification must be received no later than December 31, 2011. Matching funds are not required. All payments will be made by Vega Productions, and written verification of the purchase must be sent to Vega Productions.

Total Amount Available for Grants
The total amount available for grants in the 2011-2012 school year will be dependent on sales through mid-2011. Future proceeds will also be distributed to public school music and art programs, with future deadlines and distribution dates. Schools will be required to re-apply for future distributions.

Review Criteria
The following criteria will be considered by the review committee. Although criteria are in priority order, each application will be considered on its individual merits.
· Legible, completed grant application postmarked on or before the deadline (required).
· Potential for sustained impact of purchase beyond 2011-2012.
· Support to schools where budget cuts have reduced the access to quality music or oart education.
· Strong, clear educational benefit of purchase (for example, tying to academic standards, supporting an area of the curriculum that cannot currently be delivered, or significantly enhancing existing instruction).
· Schools or communities with significant poverty rates (free/reduced lunch) and/or other community demographics that may limit delivery of music education to all students.
· Serving schools in different geographic areas throughout Minnesota.
